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Shared Specimens -Clinical Lab and Pathology
I. Specimens that require testing in both the Clinical lab and Pathology lab.
a. Specimen container: 

1. For Microbiology, Refer to the Microbiology Culture instructions for container types.

2. Submit specimen in a sterile container for pathology. 

b. Requisitions:

1. Submit a Fluid/Tissue Order form for Clinical lab or enter the orders into Soarian.

2. Submit a Pathology requisition with the pathology specimen.

c. Special Instructions:

1. Samples must be separated in the O.R. whenever possible. The O.R. is the optimal location for obtaining culture specimens due to the sterile environment.

2. Send a separate specimen for each test requested whenever possible.

3. Place the specimens in their own sterile containers.

4. Submit the samples for the Clinical lab with the corresponding requisition.

5. If there is insufficient sample to split between clinical and pathology, send the sample to the Clinical Lab fresh with no fixative and the Clinical Lab will process and forward to pathology when finished. Both Requisitions most accompany the specimen.
